TWENTY­THIRD  SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
“Who can know God’s counsel, or who can conceive what the Lord intends? For the deliberations of                                   
mortals are timid, and unsure are our plans…Or who can ever know your counsel except you had given                                   
wisdom and sent your holy spirit from on high. And thus were the paths of those on earth made                                     
straight.” 
The old testament question seems to warrant the answer ‘no one.’ Because we are gifted with the teaching of                                     
Jesus, we are able to answer differently because we have been given the Holy Spirit. We know that God’s plan                                       
is for all people to be saved and come to knowledge of the truth. The gift of the Holy Spirit allows that plan to                                               
take root in our hearts.
